EXTERNAL CONTROLS

The ABO602A can communicate with remotely located control equipment in several ways. A USITT DMX-512 protocol bus is
provided so the unit may be used with any DMX lighting console. The AB0O602A is fully patchable with respect to the DMX bus.
The ABO602A may also be controlled by several types of wall mounted smart remote stations. Smart remotes communicate with
the unit by way of a low voltage RS-485 bus. This bus is completely separate from the DMX bus. Smart remotes are used to
activate preset scenes which have been stored in the ABO602A. There are several types of smart remote stations. Multiple
smart remotes of the same or different types may be chained together on the RS-485 bus. The same RS-485 bus may be
chained to multiple ABO602A units. The ABO602A may additionally be controlled by an arrangement of one or more momentary
switches (simple remotes). The switches may be used to control a specific set of eight scenes which are stored in the ABO602A.
